• Members participate in projects according to 

their preference and capacity. This includes, 

for example, the transcription of the Voters’ 

Roll (Rhino Project), collection of funeral letters, 

the compilation of ancestral charts, cemetery 

excursions to photograph gravestones and fo-

cus groups for specific computer applications, 

genetic (DNA) genealogy, etc.  

• Archive tours are arranged annually, with dis-

count for members. During the tour members 

are guided in research and the use of the ar-

chive based on their existing expertise.  

• The NTvl branch's comprehensive collection of 

genealogical research sources is housed in the 

library of the Heritage Foundation at the Voor-

trekker Monument. It is available to all mem-

bers of the GGSA.  Members can also use the 

Identitynumber.org website.
